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FY 17 Fees

The School Committee approved the following changes to the fee schedule for FY17.

HS Co-Curricular Activities

The Women and Gender Studies club has run as a pilot for more than three years. In FY17, this club will be
recognized as part of our official High School Co-curricular club offerings. The fee to participate in this
club has been established at $65 with a minimum participation requirement of 10 students. In prior years
the Drama Production fee was $200 for the year and included both productions. Moving forward a $100 fee
will be charged per production. There are two productions each year; first is either the Fall Production, or
the Movie Festival which alternates every other year, and the second is the Winter Production.

MS Co-Curricular Activities

The Middle School Drama production fee has increased from $65 to $100 because of the addition of an
Assistant Drama Club Advisor. The Drama title has been renamed to Spring Production.

Athletic Fees

The district uses several parameters in setting or adjusting athletic fees. Overall, the user fee represents a
range of 55%-65% of the actual cost. The Budget Subcommittee monitors the program to identify trends
and if necessary recommends changes to fees to stay within target ranges. The following are the changes
for FY17. For more information please refer to the “Athletic Costs and User Fee Summary” on page 42
illustrating the costs associated with all sports and how the fees are calculated.
