Updates:

Community Coalition/Tri-Town Council- TTC continues to plan for all-night grad party and signs ups have begun.  Hoping for turnout of 230 students.  Sat is the 6th grade welcome to Masco night. Community Coalition is setting up vaping display in June, to be held in HS Library.  This event is for the community at night and encouraging health classes to attend during the day.  Youth Action Advisory Board developed Vape posters/memes to hang in school, mostly lower house, locker rooms, health teachers, nurse’s office.
Administration- SEPAC Carnival being held this month, looking for volunteers for dunk tank! Patty reported on recent Excel Meeting (SEL grant), stated focus was on data collection which Masco does a lot of.  Question is how to measure progress towards developing a more social and emotional learning and supportive environment.   Council discussed issue of integrating social and emotional committee within SHAC and with Tri-town instead of stand alone. Currently this group is working on DCAP (district accommodations). Lisa will send more information regarding a resource SEL4MA (advocacy group/prevent and promote program).  Gender Support Team- Patty reported group is working on scheduling a presenter for the fall.  Skylor Baylor transitioned during an athletic career at Harvard and now speaks to schools about his experience.  Plan is to have him speak to staff during an early release day, followed by an in-school presentation for students and an evening presentation for parents.  Team is also working on creating a list of people who would need to be notified when student elects to change name in school record (ie SAT board, colleges, etc.)
Old Business: 
Grief Counseling-Decision made to add Care Dimensions in Danvers to Community Resource Booklet.  Lisa will follow up with this. Care Dimensions is part of Hospice and will host a grief counseling group for 4-6 weeks at the school for students who have lost a family member.  Kristen Duffy is looking into this for next year. 

Substance Use Policy-Draft completed and sent to Dr. Lyons for Leadership team’s review and then to policy subcommittee for final approval.  Template from DESE along with samples from Worchester and Medford were used to revise Masconomet’s current Substance Abuse Prevention Policy.

Youth Risk Behavior Survey- Data Committee revised survey in preparation for implementation next fall.   Changes focused on collecting information on Vaping, including transgender questions at the MS level and asking whether student is in Special Ed. Revisions were sent to Dr. Lyons for Leadership approval.  TTC will prepare copies over the summer.
